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GOSPEL
TEXT: Rom.1:16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel, for it is the power of God for salvation to everyone who believes, to the Jew first and also to the Greek.
 “glad tidings, good or joyful news,…” (agl)

“This gospel is no indefinite good news but the great news of salvation through the mediation of Christ.” lenski on 1 Cor.15:1
I. OLD TESTAMENT SUBJECT
Gal.3:8 And the Scripture, foreseeing that God would justify the Gentiles by faith, preached the gospel beforehand to Abraham, saying, "In you shall all the nations be blessed."
A. Promise to Abraham

Gal.3:16 Now the promises were made to Abraham and to his offspring. It does not say, "And to offsprings," referring to many, but referring to one, "And to your offspring," who is Christ. (esv)
Now to Abraham and his Seed were the promises made. He does not say, "And to seeds," as of many, but as of one, "And to your Seed," who is Christ. (nkjv)
Gen.12:3 … and in you (your seed Gen.22:18; Acts 3:25) all the families of the earth shall be blessed."
B. In Prophecy

1 Pet.1:10-12 10Concerning this salvation, the prophets who prophesied about the grace that was to be yours searched and inquired carefully, 11inquiring what person or time the Spirit of Christ in them was indicating when he predicted the sufferings of Christ and the subsequent glories. 12It was revealed to them that they were serving not themselves but you, in the things that have now been announced to you through those who preached the good news to you by the Holy Spirit sent from heaven, things into which angels long to look.
David—Acts 2:29-30 29"Brothers, I may say to you with confidence about the patriarch David that he both died and was buried, and his tomb is with us to this day. 30Being therefore a prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him that he would set one of his descendants on his throne,;
Moses—Acts 26:22 (Paul to King Agrippa) To this day I have had the help that comes from God, and so I stand here testifying both to small and great, saying nothing but what the prophets and Moses said would come to pass:; etc.
The “grace” includes the gospel, cf. Acts 20:24
But I do not account my life of any value nor as precious to myself, if only I may finish my course and the ministry that I received from the Lord Jesus, to testify to the gospel of the grace of God.  32 And now I commend you to God and to the word of his grace, which is able to build you up and to give you the inheritance among all those who are sanctified.
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Luke 24:27 And beginning with Moses and all the Prophets, He interpreted to them in all the Scriptures the things concerning Himself., 44 Then He said to them, "These are My words that I spoke to you while I was still with you, that everything written about Me in the Law of Moses and the Prophets and the Psalms must be fulfilled."
C. To All Nations

Mark 16:15 … "Go into all the world and proclaim the gospel to the whole creation.
Luke 24:47 and that repentance and forgiveness of sins should be proclaimed in His name to all nations, beginning from Jerusalem.
D. A Law

Isa.2:3 and many peoples shall come, and say: "Come, let us go up to the mountain of the LORD, to the house of the God of Jacob, that He may teach us His ways and that we may walk in His paths." For out of Zion shall go the law, and the word of the LORD from Jerusalem.
(Zion=Fortress. The S.W. hill of Jerusalem. City of David)

1 Cor.9:21 (Paul said he was) “…under the law of Christ,…”

James 1:25 But the one who looks into the perfect law, the law of liberty, and perseveres, being no hearer who forgets but a doer who acts, he will be blessed in his doing.
II. TO BE PREACHED

Isa.52:7 How beautiful upon the mountains are the feet of him who brings good news, who publishes peace, who brings good news of happiness, who publishes salvation, who says to Zion, "Your God reigns."
Rom.10:11-15 11For the Scripture says, "Everyone who believes in him will not be put to shame." 12For there is no distinction between Jew and Greek; the same Lord is Lord of all, bestowing his riches on all who call on him. 13For "everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved." 14But how are they to call on him in whom they have not believed? And how are they to believe in him of whom they have never heard? And how are they to hear without someone preaching? 15And how are they to preach unless they are sent? As it is written, "How beautiful are the feet of those who preach the good news!"
1. Preached first to Jews (Acts 2) but when rejected by them, preached to Gentiles.

Acts 13:46 And Paul and Barnabas spoke out boldly, saying, "It was necessary that the word of God be spoken first to you. Since you thrust it aside and judge yourselves unworthy of eternal life, behold, we are turning to the Gentiles.
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III. TO BE ACCEPTED

Isa.2:2-3 2It shall come to pass in the latter days that the mountain of the house of the lord shall be established as the highest of the mountains, and shall be lifted up above the hills; and all the nations shall flow to it,  3and many peoples shall come, and say: "Come, let us go up to the mountain of the lord, to the house of the God of Jacob, that He may teach us His ways and that we may walk in His paths." For out of Zion shall go the law, and the word of the lord from Jerusalem. (read previously
Acts 2:41 So those who received his word were baptized, and there were added that day about three thousand souls.
Acts 18:8 Crispus, the ruler of the synagogue, believed in the Lord, together with his entire household. And many of the Corinthians hearing Paul believed and were baptized.
IV. WHAT?

A. Not Word of Men!

1 Thess.2:13 And we also thank God constantly for this, that when you received the word of God, which you heard from us, you accepted it not as the word of men but as what it really is, the word of God, which is at work in you believers.
Eph.1:13 In him you also, when you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation, and believed in him, were sealed with the promised Holy Spirit,
B. Power to Save
Rom.1:16 
C. Word of Faith
Rom.10:8 But what does it say? "The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart" (that is, the word of faith that we proclaim);
1:17 For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith for faith, as it is written, "The righteous shall live by faith."
D. Word of Grace
Acts 20:24 But I do not account my life of any value nor as precious to myself, if only I may finish my course and the ministry that I received from the Lord Jesus, to testify to the gospel of the grace of God.
32 And now I commend you to God and to the word of his grace, which is able to build you up and to give you the inheritance among all those who are sanctified.
E. Word of Reconciliation
2 Cor.5:19 that is, in Christ God was reconciling the world to himself, not counting their trespasses against them, and entrusting to us the message of reconciliation.
F. God’s Calling Card 
2 Thess.2:14 To this he called you through our gospel, so that you may obtain the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ.
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G. To be Obeyed 2 Thess.1:7-9
7and to grant relief to you who are afflicted as well as to us, when the Lord Jesus is revealed from heaven with his mighty angels 8in flaming fire, inflicting vengeance on those who do not know God and on those who do not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus. 9They will suffer the punishment of eternal destruction, away from the presence of the Lord and from the glory of his might,
