I. GOD ALWAYS NAMED HIS PEOPLE
A. Adam Gen.5:1-2 This is the book of the generations of Adam. In the day when God created man, He made him in the likeness of God. He created them male and female, and He blessed them and named them Man (Lit., Adam = ruddy or red or one made or produced) in the day when they were created.

B. Abraham Gen.17:5  “No longer shall your name be called Abram (Exalted Father), But your name shall be Abraham (Father of a Multitude); For I will make you the father of a multitude of nations."
C. Israel

Gen.32:28 And he said, “Your name shall no longer be Jacob (One who follows on another’s heels; supplanter, heelcatcher), but Israel (He Who Strives With God or God Strives or God's Fighter); for you have striven (or fought) with God and with men and have prevailed.”
2 Kings 17:34 ...the sons of Jacob, whom He (God) named Israel;
Deut.28:1 “Now it shall be, if you will diligently obey the lord your God, being careful to do all His commandments which I command you today, the lord your God will set you high above all the nations of the earth." 9-10 “The lord will establish you as a holy people to Himself, as He swore to you, if you will keep the commandments of the lord your God, and walk in His ways. So all the peoples of the earth shall see that you are called by the name of the lord; and they shall be afraid of you."

Isa.62:4 It will no longer be said to you, “Forsaken,” (i.e. Azubah; Caleb's wife, 1 Chron.2:18-19) Nor to your land will it any longer be said, “Desolate” (Shemmah; But you will be called, “My delight is in her,” (Hephzibah) And your land, “Married” (Beulah); For the lord delights in you, And to Him your land will be married.  12 And they will call them, “The holy people, The redeemed of the lord”; And you will be called, “Sought out, a city not forsaken.”
B. "My Delight is in Her" (Hephzibah) (hef zi-bah)

Deut.10:15 “Yet on your fathers did the lord set His affection to love them, and He chose their descendants after them, even you above all peoples, as it is this day."

2 Kings 21:1 Manasseh was twelve years old when he became king, and he reigned fifty-five years in Jerusalem; and his mother’s name was Hephzibah.
