A. Other Secular Examples Could be Given: Clubs, Secret Organizations, Businesses, etc.

B. Curious fact about these secular endeavors -- They must be renewed!

1. Driver's License every 4 years.

2. Vehicle Tag (and Inspection Sticker for some states) = yearly.

3. tx Cosmetologist License = yearly.

4. tx Barber License  = yearly.

5. tx Realtor License  = yearly.


C. If not renewed, or if used improperly, loss of license will result!

1. Drunk Driving could result in loss of Driver's License.

2. Cosmetologist/Barber Shop fail to meet standard and lose license.

3. Dishonesty, lying could lead to loss of Realtor's License.

D. May not have to be re-examined to renew, but must renew.

1. May not have to take a test ever time you renew, but must renew.

Do not have to take a text to renew, but must renew daily.

I. SOME OLD TESTAMENT SCRIPTURES (Using Young's Definition of Renew)
A. To Renew, Repair.

1 Sam.11:14 Then Samuel said to the people, “Come and let us go to Gilgal and renew the kingdom there.”

Saul is King; just what was renewed is uncertain.
2 Chron.15:8 Now when Asa heard these words and the prophecy which Azariah the son of Oded the prophet spoke, he took courage and removed the abominable idols from all the land of Judah and Benjamin and from the cities which he had captured in the hill country of Ephraim. He then restored (renewed) the altar of the Lord which was in front of the porch of the Lord.
Job 10:17 ‘Thou dost renew Thy witnesses (Job's Sufferings) against me, And increase Thine anger toward me, Hardship after hardship is with me."
Psalm 51:10 Create in me a clean heart, O God, And renew a steadfast spirit within me.
Psalm 104:30 Thou dost send forth Thy Spirit, they are created; And Thou dost renew the face of the ground.
Lamentations 5:21 Restore us to Thee, O Lord, that we may be restored; Renew our days as of old,

Matthew Henry: It is evident that Jeremiah was the author of the Lamentations which bear his name. The book was not written till after the destruction of Jerusalem by the Chaldeans.

Lam.1:1-2 How lonely sits the city That was full of people! She has become like a widow Who was once great among the nations! She who was a princess among the provinces Has become a forced laborer! She weeps bitterly in the night, And her tears are on her cheeks; She has none to comfort her Among all her lovers. All her friends have dealt treacherously with her; They have become her enemies.
B. To Change, Pass On.

Isaiah 40:31 Yet those who wait for [Or, hope in] the Lord Will gain new {renew} strength; They will mount up with wings like eagles, They will run and not get tired, They will walk and not become weary.

Barnes: The meaning of the Hebrew is simply, 'they shall ascend on the wings as eagles,' or 'they shall lift up the wings as eagles;' and the image is derived from the fact that the eagle rises on the most vigorous wings of any bird, and ascends apparently further towards the sun. The figure, therefore, denotes strength and vigour of purpose; strong and manly piety; an elevation above the world; communion with God, and a nearness to His throne -- as the eagle ascends towards the sun. end
Isaiah 41:1 “Coastlands, listen to Me in silence, And let the peoples gain new {renew} strength; Let them come forward, then let them speak; Let us come together for judgment."
Job 29:20 ‘My glory is ever new with me, And my bow is renewed [will become young] in my hand.’

C. To Renew Self, be Renewed.

Psalm 103:5 Who satisfies your years with good things, So that your youth is renewed like the eagle.
Matthew  Henry: v.1-5 By the pardon of sin, that is taken away which kept good things from us, and we are restored to the favor of God, who bestows good things on us. Think of the provocation; it was sin, and yet pardoned: how many the provocations, yet all pardoned! God is still forgiving, as we are still sinning and repenting. ... Christ alone forgives all our sins; it is he alone who heals all our infirmities. And the person who finds his sin cured, has a well-grounded assurance that it is forgiven. When God, by the graces and comforts of His Spirit, recovers his people from their decays, and fills them with new life and joy, which is to them an earnest of eternal life and joy, they may then be said to return to the days of their youth, #Job 33:25.

II. NEW TESTAMENT PASSAGES RELATING TO BEING A CHRISTIAN

Titus 3:5 He saved us, not on the basis of deeds which we have done in righteousness, but according to His mercy, by the washing of regeneration and renewing by the Holy Spirit,
Romans 6:3-6 Or do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus have been baptized into His death? Therefore we have been buried with Him through baptism into death, in order that as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness of life. For if we have become united with Him in the likeness of His death, certainly we shall be also in the likeness of His resurrection, knowing this, that our old self was crucified with Him, that our body of sin might be done away with, that we should no longer be slaves to sin; The New Birth of John 3

III. A DAILY RENEWING

2 Cor.4:13-18 But having the same spirit of faith, according to what is written, “i believed, therefore i spoke,” we also believe, therefore also we speak; knowing that He who raised the Lord Jesus will raise us also with Jesus and will present us with you. For all things are for your sakes, that the grace which is spreading to more and more people may cause the giving of thanks to abound to the glory of God. Therefore we do not lose heart, but though our outer man is decaying, yet our inner man is being renewed (To make new again -- not that Faith is Old or Gone!) day by day. For momentary, light affliction is producing for us an eternal weight of glory far beyond all comparison, while we look not at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen; for the things which are seen are temporal, but the things which are not seen are eternal.
Romans 12:1-2 I urge you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies a living and holy sacrifice, acceptable to God, which is your spiritual service of worship. And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing (A Making New Again -- same as Titus 3:5) of your mind, that you may prove what the will of God is, that which is good and acceptable and perfect.
Eph.4:17-24 This I say therefore, and affirm together with the Lord, that you walk no longer just as the Gentiles also walk, in the futility of their mind, being darkened in their under-standing, excluded from the life of God, because of the ignorance that is in them, because of the hardness of their heart; and they, having become callous, have given themselves over to sensuality, for the practice of every kind of impurity with greediness. But you did not learn Christ in this way, if indeed you have heard Him and have been taught in Him, just as truth is in Jesus, that, in reference to your former manner of life, you lay aside the old self, which is being corrupted in accordance with the lusts of deceit, and that you be renewed (To be Renewed Again) in the spirit of your mind, and put on the new self, which in the likeness of God has been created in righteousness and holiness of the truth.
Col.3:5-11 Therefore consider the members of your earthly body as dead to immorality, impurity, passion, evil desire, and greed, which amounts to idolatry. For it is on account of these things that the wrath of God will come, and in them you also once walked, when you were living in them. But now you also, put them all aside: anger, wrath, malice, slander, and abusive speech from your mouth. Do not lie to one another, since you laid aside the old self with its evil practices, and have put on the new self who is being renewed (To Make New Again -- Same as 2 Cor.4:13-18) to a true knowledge according to the image of the One who created him --a renewal in which there is no distinction between Greek and Jew, circumcised and uncircumcised, barbarian, Scythian, slave and freeman, but Christ is all, and in all.

IV. IF NOT RENEWED DAILY...

Improper conduct in life of Christian -- Salvation lost! Child of God can fall from Grace!

Gal.5:19-21 Now the deeds of the flesh are evident, which are: immorality, impurity, sensuality, idolatry, sorcery, enmities, strife, jealousy, outbursts of anger, disputes, dissensions, factions, envying, drunkenness, carousing, and things like these, of which I forewarn you just as I have forewarned you that those who practice such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.
Gal.5:1-7 It was for freedom that Christ set us free; therefore keep standing firm and do not be subject again to a yoke of slavery. Behold I, Paul, say to you that if you receive circumcision, Christ will be of no benefit to you. And I testify again to every man who receives circumcision, that he is under obligation to keep the whole Law. You have been severed from Christ, you who are seeking to be justified by law; you have fallen from grace. For we through the Spirit, by faith, are waiting for the hope of righteousness. For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision nor uncircumcision means anything, but faith working through love. You were running well; who hindered you from obeying the truth?

Note: Need not go back to first principles, Heb.5:12-14

For though by this time you ought to be teachers, you have need again for someone to teach you the elementary principles of the oracles of God, and you have come to need milk and not solid food. For everyone who partakes only of milk is not accustomed to the word of righteousness, for he is a babe. But solid food is for the mature, who because of practice have their senses trained to discern good and evil. 6:1-3 Therefore leaving the elementary teaching about the Christ, let us press on to maturity, not laying again a foundation of repentance from dead works and of faith toward God, of instruction about washings, and laying on of hands, and the resurrection of the dead, and eternal judgment. And this we shall do, if God permits.


Need not be re-baptized, 1 John 1:6-10

If we say that we have fellowship with Him and yet walk in the darkness, we lie and do not practice the truth; but if we walk in the light as He Himself is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus His Son cleanses us from all sin. If we say that we have no sin, we are deceiving ourselves, and the truth is not in us. If we confess our sins, He is faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. If we say that we have not sinned, we make Him a liar, and His word is not in us.
