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WHERE GOD PUT SALVATION
Definition: "In" - "primarily, in denotes situation or position with respect to a surrounding, encompassment (èn-kùm´pes), or enclosure." Webster's New Collegiate Dictonary.
I. Temporal (Physical - Body)
A. ARK. No one outside the Ark was saved from the Flood. (Gen.6 & 7; Heb.11:7)

Gen.7:17-24 Then the flood came upon the earth for forty days; and the water increased and lifted up the ark, so that it rose above the earth. And the water prevailed and increased greatly upon the earth; and the ark floated on the surface of the water. And the water prevailed more and more upon the earth, so that all the high mountains everywhere under the heavens were covered. The water prevailed fifteen cubits higher, and the mountains were covered. And all flesh that moved on the earth perished, birds and cattle and beasts and every swarming thing that swarms upon the earth, and all mankind; of all that was on the dry land, all in whose nostrils was the breath of the spirit of life, died. Thus He blotted out every living thing that was upon the face of the land, from man to animals to creeping things and to birds of the sky, and they were blotted out from the earth; and only Noah was left, together with those that were with him in the ark. And the water prevailed upon the earth one hundred and fifty days.

Heb.11:7 By faith Noah, being warned by God about things not yet seen, in reverence prepared an ark for the salvation of his household, by which he condemned the world, and became an heir of the righteousness which is according to faith.
1. Note: Ark designed by God. Complete to do job He desired. No other boats attached. So the church is complete! Eph.1:22-23 (Christ is) head over all things to the church, which is His body, the fulness of Him who fills all in all.
B. HOUSES with blood sprinkled door posts. Exodus 12

7 ‘Moreover, they shall take some of the blood and put it on the two doorposts and on the lintel of the houses in which they eat it.
11-14 ‘Now you shall eat it in this manner: with your loins girded, your sandals on your feet, and your staff in your hand; and you shall eat it in haste—it is the lord’s Passover. For I will go through the land of Egypt on that night, and will strike down all the first-born in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and against all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgments—I am the lord. And the blood shall be a sign for you on the houses where you live; and when I see the blood I will pass over you, and no plague will befall you to destroy you when I strike the land of Egypt. Now this day will be a memorial to you, and you shall celebrate it as a feast to the lord; throughout your generations you are to celebrate it as a permanent ordinance.'
21-24 Then Moses called for all the elders of Israel, and said to them, “Go and take for yourselves lambs according to your families, and slay the Passover lamb. And you shall take a bunch of hyssop and dip it in the blood which is in the basin, and apply some of the blood that is in the basin to the lintel and the two doorposts; and none of you shall go outside the door of his house until morning. For the lord will pass through to smite the Egyptians; and when He sees the blood on the lintel and on the two doorposts, the lord will pass over the door and will not allow the destroyer to come in to your houses to smite you. And you shall observe this event as an ordinance for you and your children forever."
God placed salvation in the houses of the Israelites with blood on door posts. None of the first born except those behind the blood sprinkled door posts escaped death.

C. SHIP, Acts 27

21-25 And when they had gone a long time without food, then Paul stood up in their midst and said, “Men, you ought to have followed my advice and not to have set sail from Crete, and incurred this damage and loss. And yet now I urge you to keep up your courage, for there shall be no loss of life among you, but only of the ship. For this very night an angel of the God to whom I belong and whom I serve stood before me,  saying, ‘Do not be afraid, Paul; you must stand before Caesar; and behold, God has granted you all those who are sailing with you.’ Therefore, keep up your courage, men, for I believe God, that it will turn out exactly as I have been told."
30-32 And as the sailors were trying to escape from the ship, and had let down the ship’s boat into the sea, on the pretense of intending to lay out anchors from the bow,  Paul said to the centurion and to the soldiers, “Unless these men remain in the ship, you yourselves cannot be saved.” Then the soldiers cut away the ropes of the ship’s boat, and let it fall away.
Salvation from certain death in waters could be assured only by remaining aboard ship. “Unless these men remain in the ship, you yourselves cannot be saved.” Today, too, salvation is assured only by abiding in Christ.

D. In all these examples, salvation was in a certain place. Walled in. No salvation outside ark, houses or ship. Now, let's pass on to the most important salvation -- eternal, spiritual salvation -- having to do with the soul.
II. ETERNAL (Spiritual - Soul)
A. CHRIST - all spiritual blessings are in Christ Eph.1:3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ,

1. New Creature 2 Cor.5:17 Therefore if any man is in Christ, he is a new creature; the old things passed away; behold, new things have come.

2. No condemnation. Rom.8:1 ... no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus.

3. Redemption
Eph.1:7 In Him we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of our trespasses,...

Col.1:14 in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins.

Titus 2:14 who gave Himself for us, that He might redeem us from every lawless deed and purify for Himself a people for His own possession, zealous for good deeds.

1 Peter 1:18-19 knowing that you were not redeemed with perishable things like silver or gold from your futile way of life inherited from your forefathers, but with precious blood, as of a lamb unblemished and spotless, the blood of Christ.
4. Forgiveness Eph.1:7; Col.1:14 (above)
Eph.4:32 ... God in Christ ... has forgiven you.

5. Eternal Life 1 John 5:11 ... God has given us eternal life, and this life is in His Son.
6. Acceptable Prayer John 15:7 “If you abide in Me, and My words abide in you, ask whatever you wish, and it shall be done for you."
7. Rest in the Next World Rev.14:13 And I heard a voice from heaven, saying, “Write, ‘Blessed are the dead who die in the Lord from now on!’” “Yes,” says the Spirit, “that they may rest from their labors, for their deeds follow with them.”

8. All of God's Promises 2 Cor.1:20 For as many as may be the promises of God, in Him they are yes; wherefore also by Him is our Amen to the glory of God through us.

B. BODY OF CHRIST Rom.12:5 ...we...are one body in Christ...
1. Body is Church Col.1:18 He is also head of the body, the church;...

2. Church is Body
Eph.1:22-23 ... the church, which is His body,...
1 Cor.1:2 to the church of God which is at Corinth, to those who have been sanctified in Christ Jesus, saints by calling, 
1 Cor.12:27 Now you are Christ’s body, and individually members of it.

Rom.12:5 so we, who are many, are one body in Christ, and individually members one of another.

3. Savior of Body Eph.5:23 ... Christ also is the head of the church, He Himself being the Savior of the body.

4. One Body (Eph.4:4)

C. CHURCH OF CHRIST

1. Salvation in church.
Isa.46:13 “I bring near My righteousness, it is not far off; And My salvation will not delay. And I will grant salvation in Zion, And My glory for Israel."

Heb.12:22-24 But you have come to Mount Zion and to the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to myriads of angels, to the general assembly and church of the first-born who are enrolled in heaven, and to God, the Judge of all, and to the spirits of righteous men made perfect, and to Jesus, the mediator of a new covenant, and to the sprinkled blood, which speaks better than the blood of Abel.
28 Therefore, since we receive a kingdom which cannot be shaken, let us show gratitude, by which we may offer to God an acceptable service with reverence and awe;

2. Saved are in church (Acts 2)
CONCLUSION
1. Salvation in Ark, Houses, Ship
2. Dear neighbor, if you are honest at all, you can see that salvation is in Christ, the body of Christ, the church of Christ. To be in Christ is to be in His body or His church.

3. Same thing that puts you into Christ, puts you into the Body of Christ or the Church of Christ. Baptism:
Gal.3:27 For all of you who were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ.

1 Cor.12:13 For by one Spirit we were all baptized into one body, whether Jews or Greeks, whether slaves or free, and we were all made to drink of one Spirit.

Rom.6:3-5 Or do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus have been baptized into His death? Therefore we have been buried with Him through baptism into death, in order that as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness of life. For if we have become united with Him in the likeness of His death, certainly we shall be also in the likeness of His resurrection,

Col.2:12 having been buried with Him in baptism, in which you were also raised up with Him through faith in the working of God, who raised Him from the dead.

4. Must then abide in Christ faithfully as in ark, houses, ship!

John 15:6 “If anyone does not abide in Me, he is thrown away as a branch, and dries up; and they gather them, and cast them into the fire, and they are burned."
Rev.2:10 ... Be faithful until death, and I will give you the crown of life.
