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THE MAN WITHOUT GOD (2 JOHN 9)

TEXT ~ 1 KINGS 13

1 Kings 13: NKJV 1And behold, a man of God went from Judah to Bethel by the word of the LORD, and Jeroboam stood by the altar to burn incense. 2 Then he cried out against the altar by the word of the LORD, and said, “O altar, altar! Thus says the LORD: “Behold, a child, Josiah by name, shall be born to the house of David; and on you he shall sacrifice the priests of the high places who burn incense on you, and men's bones shall be burned on you.”' 3 And he gave a sign the same day, saying, “This is the sign which the LORD has spoken: Surely the altar shall split apart, and the ashes on it shall be poured out.” 4 So it came to pass when King Jeroboam heard the saying of the man of God, who cried out against the altar in Bethel, that he stretched out his hand from the altar, saying, “Arrest him!” Then his hand, which he stretched out toward him, withered, so that he could not pull it back to himself. 5 The altar also was split apart, and the ashes poured out from the altar, according to the sign which the man of God had given by the word of the LORD. 6 Then the king answered and said to the man of God, “Please entreat the favor of the LORD your God, and pray for me, that my hand may be restored to me.” So the man of God entreated the LORD, and the king's hand was restored to him, and became as before. 7 Then the king said to the man of God, “Come home with me and refresh yourself, and I will give you a reward.” 8 But the man of God said to the king, “If you were to give me half your house, I would not go in with you; nor would I eat bread nor drink water in this place. 9 For so it was commanded me by the word of the LORD, saying, “You shall not eat bread, nor drink water, nor return by the same way you came.”' 10 So he went another way and did not return by the way he came to Bethel. 11 Now an old prophet dwelt in Bethel, and his sons came and told him all the works that the man of God had done that day in Bethel; they also told their father the words which he had spoken to the king. 12 And their father said to them, “Which way did he go?” For his sons had seen which way the man of God went who came from Judah. 13 Then he said to his sons, “Saddle the donkey for me.” So they saddled the donkey for him; and he rode on it, 14 and went after the man of God, and found him sitting under an oak. Then he said to him, “Are you the man of God who came from Judah?” And he said, “I am.” 15 Then he said to him, “Come home with me and eat bread.” 16 And he said, “I cannot return with you nor go in with you; neither can I eat bread nor drink water with you in this place. 17 For I have been told by the word of the LORD, “You shall not eat bread nor drink water there, nor return by going the way you came.”' 18 He said to him, “I too am a prophet as you are, and an angel spoke to me by the word of the LORD, saying, “Bring him back with you to your house, that he may eat bread and drink water.”' (He was lying to him.) 19 So he went back with him, and ate bread in his house, and drank water. 20 Now it happened, as they sat at the table, that the word of the LORD came to the prophet who had brought him back; 21 and he cried out to the man of God who came from Judah, saying, “Thus says the LORD: “Because you have disobeyed the word of the LORD, and have not kept the commandment which the LORD your God commanded you, 22 but you came back, ate bread, and drank water in the place of which the LORD said to you, “Eat no bread and drink no water,” your corpse shall not come to the tomb of your fathers.”' 23 So it was, after he had eaten bread and after he had drunk, that he saddled the donkey for him, the prophet whom he had brought back. 24 When he was gone, a lion met him on the road and killed him. And his corpse was thrown on the road, and the donkey stood by it. The lion also stood by the corpse. 25 And there, men passed by and saw the corpse thrown on the road, and the lion standing by the corpse. Then they went and told it in the city where the old prophet dwelt. 26 Now when the prophet who had brought him back from the way heard it, he said, “It is the man of God who was disobedient to the word of the LORD. Therefore the LORD has delivered him to the lion, which has torn him and killed him, according to the word of the LORD which He spoke to him.” 27 And he spoke to his sons, saying, “Saddle the donkey for me.” So they saddled it. 28 Then he went and found his corpse thrown on the road, and the donkey and the lion standing by the corpse. The lion had not eaten the corpse nor torn the donkey. 29 And the prophet took up the corpse of the man of God, laid it on the donkey, and brought it back. So the old prophet came to the city to mourn, and to bury him. 30 Then he laid the corpse in his own tomb; and they mourned over him, saying, “Alas, my brother!” 31 So it was, after he had buried him, that he spoke to his sons, saying, “When I am dead, then bury me in the tomb where the man of God is buried; lay my bones beside his bones. 32 For the saying which he cried out by the word of the LORD against the altar in Bethel, and against all the shrines on the high places which are in the cities of Samaria, will surely come to pass.” 33 After this event Jeroboam did not turn from his evil way, but again he made priests from every class of people for the high places; whoever wished, he consecrated him, and he became one of the priests of the high places. 34 And this thing was the sin of the house of Jeroboam, so as to exterminate and destroy it from the face of the earth.
Here is an illustration of a man who disobeyed God. Though it may seem a small thing (to us) for him to return and eat and drink in the city, he lost his life because of it!
Matthew 7: 21"Not everyone who says to Me, "Lord, Lord,' shall enter the kingdom of heaven, but he who does the will of My Father in heaven. 22Many will say to Me in that day, "Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in Your name, cast out demons in Your name, and done many wonders in Your name?' 23And then I will declare to them, "I never knew you; depart from Me, you who practice lawlessness!'
Galatians 1: 6I marvel that you are turning away so soon from Him who called you in the grace of Christ, to a different gospel, 7which is not another; but there are some who trouble you and want to pervert the gospel of Christ. 8But even if we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel to you than what we have preached to you, let him be accursed. 9As we have said before, so now I say again, if anyone preaches any other gospel to you than what you have received, let him be accursed.
2 John 9 Whoever transgresses and does not abide in the doctrine of Christ does not have God. He who abides in the doctrine of Christ has both the Father and the Son.
FAITH
Going Onward (Creeds)
· Faith Only is a most wholesome doctrine and full of comfort.

· Man is justified by Faith Only.

· A Perversion of such Passages as John 3:16; using passages to the exclusion of other passages.

Doctrine of Christ (Bible)
· James 2:17 Thus also faith by itself, if it does not have works, is dead.

· James 2: 19You believe that there is one God. You do well. Even the demons believe--and tremble! 20But do you want to know, O foolish man, that faith without works is dead?

· James 2:24 You see then that a man is justified by works, and not by faith only.
· Hebrews 5: 8though He was a Son, yet He learned obedience by the things which He suffered. 9And having been perfected, He became the author of eternal salvation to all who obey Him, (Matthew 7:21-23, above)
PRAYER
Going Onward (Creeds)
· Sinner must come to the Altar or Prayer Bench and “Pray Through” for God’s Pardon
Doctrine of Christ (Bible)
· Matthew 7:21

· John 9:31 Now we know that God does not hear sinners; but if anyone is a worshiper of God and does His will, He hears him.
How did the speaker know this?

· Proverb 15:29 The LORD is far from the wicked, But He hears the prayer of the righteous.
· Proverb 28:9 One who turns away his ear from hearing the law, Even his prayer is an abomination.
· Doctrine of “Faith Only” and “Mourner’s Bench” contradictory
If saved at the moment of praying, it will not be heard because prayer must be “in faith” (James 1:6). If one is not saved at the moment of prayer, God will not hear the prayer!
BAPTISM
Going Onward (Creeds)
· Baptism Does NOT Save Us!

· Simply an Outward Sign of an Inward Grace!
Doctrine of Christ (Bible)
· Mark 16:16 
· Acts 2:38

· 1 Peter 3:21
MODE OF BAPTISM
Going Onward (Creeds)
· Baptism is an Ordinance that can be Administered by the Sprinkling or Pouring on of Water as well as Immersion in Water
Doctrine of Christ (Bible)
· Romans 6: 3Or do you not know that as many of us as were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death? 4Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

· Acts 8:36-39 (37Then Philip said, "If you believe with all your heart, you may." And he answered and said, "I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.")
· Colossians 2:12 buried with Him in baptism, in which you also were raised with Him through faith in the working of God, who raised Him from the dead.
We do not believe in water salvation, as some claim.

We believe when we submit to baptism we are cleansed of our sins just as Naaman was cleansed of his leprosy – by obedience!
· Naaman (2 Kings 5)
In baptism we come into contact with the saving power of Jesus’ blood.
· He “shed” His Blood in His Death (John 19: 33But when they came to Jesus and saw that He was already dead, they did not break His legs. 34But one of the soldiers pierced His side with a spear, and immediately blood and water came out.)
· Baptized Into His Death (Romans 6:3-4, above)
LORD’S SUPPER
Going Onward (Creeds)
· TME: Monthly; Quarterly; Yearly

· ELEMENTS: Water or other Substitutions; Leavened Bread
Doctrine of Christ (Bible)
· Acts 20:7
· Matthew 26: 26And as they were eating, Jesus took bread, blessed and broke it, and gave it to the disciples and said, "Take, eat; this is My body." 27Then He took the cup, and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, "Drink from it, all of you. 28For this is My blood of the new covenant, which is shed for many for the remission of sins. 29But I say to you, I will not drink of this fruit of the vine from now on until that day when I drink it new with you in My Father's kingdom."
LORD’S MONEY

Going Onward (Creeds)
· METHOD OF COLLECTION: Pie Suppers; Bingo Games; Rummage Sales; Cake Walks; Car Wash

Doctrine of Christ (Bible)
· 1 Corinthians 16: 1Now concerning the collection for the saints, as I have given orders to the churches of Galatia, so you must do also: 2On the first day of the week let each one of you lay something aside, storing up as he may prosper, that there be no collections when I come.
· 2 Corinthians 9: 6But this I say: He who sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and he who sows bountifully will also reap bountifully. 7So let each one give as he purposes in his heart, not grudgingly or of necessity; for God loves a cheerful giver.

WORSHIP
Going Onward (Creeds)
· Beads, Candles, Incense, Statues, Instrumental Music …
Doctrine of Christ (Bible)
· Acts 17:22-31 (29Therefore, since we are the offspring of God, we ought not to think that the Divine Nature is like gold or silver or stone, something shaped by art and man's devising.)
· John 4: 23But the hour is coming, and now is, when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth; for the Father is seeking such to worship Him. 24God is Spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth."
· Romans 7:6 But now we have been delivered from the law, having died to what we were held by, so that we should serve in the newness of the Spirit and not in the oldness of the letter.
· “5 Acts of Worship” Simple!

Doctrine of Christ (Bible)
· 1 Timothy 2:5 For there is one God and one Mediator between God and men, the Man Christ Jesus,
· Colossians 3:17 And whatever you do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through Him.
SALVATION (falling from)
Going Onward (Creeds)
· No True Believer can Ever Fall from Christ and Salvation
Doctrine of Christ (Bible)
· Galatians 5:4 You have become estranged from Christ, you who attempt to be justified by law; you have fallen from grace.
· Hebrews 12: 1Therefore we also, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every weight, and the sin which so easily ensnares us, and let us run with endurance the race that is set before us, 2looking unto Jesus, the author and finisher of our faith, who for the joy that was set before Him endured the cross, despising the shame, and has sat down at the right hand of the throne of God.
· 15looking carefully lest anyone fall short of the grace of God; lest any root of bitterness springing up cause trouble, and by this many become defiled; 16lest there be any fornicator or profane person like Esau, who for one morsel of food sold his birthright.
· Revelation 22: 18For I testify to everyone who hears the words of the prophecy of this book: If anyone adds to these things, God will add to him the plagues that are written in this book; 19and if anyone takes away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part from the Book of Life, from the holy city, and from the things which are written in this book.

· Zechariah 6:13 Yes, He shall build the temple of the LORD. He shall bear the glory, And shall sit and rule on His throne; So He shall be a priest on His throne, And the counsel of peace shall be between them both."'
· Eph.3:10-11 10to the intent that now the manifold wisdom of God might be made known by the church to the principalities and powers in the heavenly places, 11according to the eternal purpose which He accomplished in Christ Jesus our Lord,

Going Onward (Creeds)
· A Virginia Minister Said: We’re interested in human life and destiny on earth. We don’t know or care whether there is life beyond the grave. The function of the minister is to guide the thinking of people along social and economic lines. Morals, like religion, are out of date. The world today requires a new social order. The new generation won’t need either morals or religion if we create a social order in which poverty and ignorance have no place. We do not teach the Bible to our young people.
